A foreign legal 
consultant who has been issued a permit has a continuing obligation to inform the 
law society of the cancellation of, or any significant change to, his or her liability 
insurance coverage.

property; 
 
(e) I will notify the Chief Executive Officer promptly if I cease to be entitled to practise law 

in my home jurisdiction and fail to satisfy any applicable legal education requirement of 
my home jurisdiction; 

 
(f) I will notify the Law Society of Manitoba immediately if my insurance policy is 

cancelled or there is a material change in the policy that would affect my professional 
liability or defalcation coverage while acting as a Foreign Legal Consultant; and
